People have developed many eco-friendly methods to synthesis this pharmacologically active
molecule are briefly discussed. And also their applications in medicinal field and their
synthetic utility are discussed.

Pyrazoles constitute an important class of heterocyclic compounds that are widely used in the
material, pharmaceutical and agrochemical industry. Five-membered ring systems containing
two double bonds and two nitrogen atoms adjacent to each other are called pyrazoles.
Synthesis of pyrazoles has received considerable attention from organic chemists across
world. Pyrazole derivatives are one of the most active compounds and show a wide spectrum
of medicinal activities. In recent years, a number of drugs have been developed from pyrazole
derivatives (Figure 1). Namely. celecoxib demonstrates anti-inflammatory effects and
inhibits COX-2: rimonabant functions as a cannabinoid receptor and is utilized to treat
obesity; fomepizole inhibits alcohol dehydrogenase, and sildenafil inhibits phosphodiesterase.
Some of these compounds have important applications in material chemisiry and as
brightening agents and exhibit significant solvatochromic [1] and electroluminescence [2]
properties. Moreover, they act as semiconductors, liquid crystals, and organic light-emitting
diodes. Heterocyeles having pyrazole rings are also of considerable interest because of their
synthetic utility as svnthetic reagents in multicomponent reactions. chiral auxiliaries and
guanylating agents. It has also been found that various substituted pyrazoles are used as
chelation and extraction reagents for many metal ions.

Pyrazolones another very important heterocyclic moieties which are widely used in
medicine, color photography. analytical chemistry, and agriculiure. Pyrazolones are another
important class of pyrazole heterocyeles possessing important biological properties and they
have been known for more than one century [3-4]. They have been widely used in medicines,
color photography, analytical chemistry, and agriculture.
